
Q. Show me how you would switch on the rear fog light(s) and explain 
when you would use it/them. (No need to exit vehicle) 
 
A. Switch on headlights (green dipped warning light shows on panel) and 
twist inner collar on lights stalk upwards twice until orange warning light 
for rear fog lamps shows. These lamps should only be used when visibility 
is reduced to 100 metres or below by fog, spray or snow and they must be 
switched off (by rotating the collar on the stalk downwards twice again) 
when conditions improve. 

 
Switch on the main lights by twisting end of the lights/indicator stalk upwards. 
Then twist the inner collar upwards twice.  Twist the inner collar downwards twice to 
switch fog lamps off.
